Tile-Lined Masonry Chimney Kit

General Information

Description

Tile-lined Masonry Kit Number 904202 permits the vent-
ing of an 80% induced draft furnace to be vented into a
properly sized masonry lined chimney, without installing
a metal liner. The kit can be used on model numbers
*L1RA and *GC1RA Upflow Category | Furnaces.

Thiskitis only to be used on upflow installations only. The
kit is not intended to be used with horizontally installed
furnaces, or on furnaces where the lateral vent length
exceeds the length specified in Table 2.

Safety Statement

Theinstaller should pay particular attention to the words:
NOTE, CAUTION and WARNING. NOTES are intended
to clarify or make the installation easier. CAUTIONS are
given to prevent equipment damage. WARNINGS are
given to alert the installer that personal injury and/or
equipment or property damage may occur if installation
procedures are nothandled properly.

This furnace should be installed in accordance with all
national and local building and safety codes and require-
ments, orinthe absence of local codes, with the National
Fuel Gas Code, ANSI Z233.1 - (latest edition) or in
Canada, The National Canadian Installation Code CAN/
CGA B149.1 or B149.2- (latest edition), and other appli-
cable codes.

This furnace shall not be connected to a chimney flue
serving a separate appliance designed to burn solid fuel.

Thiskitis permitted to be usedin any buildingin which the
space surrounding the furnace is not depressurized by
more than 0.02 in w.c. (5 Pa) below outdoor pressure by
equipment such as exhaust fans or clothes dryers.

This product must be installed in strict com-
pliance with the enclosed installation instruc-
tions and any applicable local, state, and na-
tional codes including but not limited to build-
ing, electrical and mechanical codes.

Minimum clearances to combustibles for the furnace that
the kitis applied shall be maintained. This kit shall not be
used on any model other than the models listed in Table
1. The room temperature surrounding the furnaces and
vent connectors shall be 60°F (42°C) or warmer.

Notes for Vent Table

1. Seal any unused openings in the venting system.
Inspect the venting system for proper size and
horizontal pitch, as required inthe National Fuel Gas
Code, ANSI Z233.1 or CaAN/CGA B149 Canadian
Installation Codes, and these instructions. Deter-
mine that there is not blockage or restriction, leak-
age, corrosion and other deficiencies which could
cause an unsafe condition.

2. The vent tables are designed for two 90° elbows or
equivalent. If additional elbows are used, five feet
should be subtracted for each elbow from the above
values.

3 High altitude installation input rates shall be derated
staring at 2000 ft. altitude. Sea Levelinput rates shall
be used for chimney sizing and venting guidelines.
Refer to High Altitude Kit and LP conversion Kit
numbers 904090A and 904091A.

4. Vent connector length is limited to
1-1/2 ft. for each inch of vent connector diameter.

5. Vent connectors shall not be upsized more than two
sizes greater than the listed appliance vent outlet
diameter.

6. For multiple appliance installations, the flow area of
the chimney shall not exceed 7 times the smallest
draft hood outlet area.

Masonry Chimney Application
Requirements

Ifaclaytile-lined masonry chimney is used, an alternative
venting design might be required, such as a listed chim-
ney lining system or this listed chimney adapter kit. ONE
OF THE FOLLOWING METHODS SHALLBEUSED TO
DETERMINE IF AN ALTERNATIVE VENTING DESIGN
ISNOT REQUIRED.

Inthe U.S.A. - Referto Sections 11,2,9and 11.3.18 of the
NFGC orauthority havingjurisdictionto determine whether
relining is required. If relining is required, use a listed
metal liner, Type B vent, or a listed alternative venting
design, such as this listed chimney adapter kit (with a
furnace listed for use with this kit), a listed chimney lining
system, or a Type B common vent.

In Canada (also permitted in the U.S.A.) an 80 percent
AFUE, hot surface ignition, Category |, fan assisted
furnace is permitted to be vented into a clay tiled-lined
masonry chimney that is exposed to the outdoors below
the roof line, provided:

MULTIPLE APPLIANCES — (a single furnace common-
vented with a draft hood-equipped water heater(s) into a
chimney.)

* Ventconnectoris Type-B double-wall, and

» The furnace is common vented with at least 1 draft
hood equipped appliance, and

» Thecombined appliance inputrating is less than the
maximum capacity, given in Table 3, and

» The authority having jurisdiction approves.

If all of these conditions cannot be met, an alternative
venting design is required, such as this listed chimney
adaptor kit (with a furnace listed for use with this kit), a
listed chimney lining system or a Type-B common vent.

SINGLE APPLIANCE — (A single furnace vented into a
chimney) - Category I, fan assisted furnaces without
draft hoods are not permitted to be vented into clay tile-
lined masonry chimneysthatare exposedto the outdoors
below the roof line.

Installation of Chimney Kit Assembly
The Tile Lined Chimney Kit is for use on *L1RA and
*GC1RAfurnaces.

1. Disconnectpowerand shut off the gas supply to the
furnace.

2 Turn off gas supply to the furnace at the manual
valve.

3. Remove burneraccess door.

Attach the chimney kit onto the flue outlet of the
furnace.

Secure the chimney kit to the furnace in two places.

Route the wire harness from the chimney kit through
the low voltage hole, into the furnace cabinet. (See
Figure 4)

Remove the insulated wire from the Main Air switch
and connect it to the chimney kit wire harness lead.
(SeeFigure 5)

Connect the second lead from the chimney kit wire
harness to the primary limit terminal.

Secure the wire harness from the chimney kit to the
cabinet with the wire clips provided.

Allexcess wire should be fastenedinside the furnace
with the cable tie wrap provided in the parts bag.

Interior and Exterior Chimneys

/\ WARNING:

The wire should be secured away from the

burner compartment, or from any live metal or
rotating part.

11. Attachthe propersize of vent pipe and fasten the pipe

to the chimney kit securely. (See Tables 2 and 3 for
propersize)

Instructions to place the furnace
into operation

1.

Verify that all the electrical connections that were
made while installing the chimney kit are secure.

Inspect the vent system for any leakage, corrosion,
or restrictions.

As practical, close all doors and windows including
doorsthatare inthe same room as the furnace. Turn
onallexhaustfans (range hoods, bathroom fans) not
including summer exhaust fans. Fireplace dampers
should be closed.

. Turn on the power to the furnace and open manual

gas valve.

. Adjustthe thermostatto allow the furnace to operate

for at least 10 minute.

. Once the furnace has operated, check for vent gas

spillage at the draft openings with the open flame of
a match or candle.

If the furnace is installed where it is common vented
toanotherdrafthooded appliance(s) (i.e. water heater),
follow operating instructions and adjust for continu-
ous operation.

Check for spillage at the draft hood of the other
appliance(s) and again at the chimney kit.

If there is any flue gas spillage from any of the draft
hoods, the vent system and the connections mustbe
corrected.

Once proper installation and operation are verified,
turn off all the appliance, return fans and vent damp-
ers to their original position.

Theinstallation instruction for the chimney kit should
be located near or around the furnace for future
reference.
